Help 
your child to write a few Christmas cards, write their own 
letter to Santa or help you make a list for holiday 
shopping. 
 
This week we are working on the hard sound of c as in 
cat.  Tuesday we will have Cap Day.  Your child may 

wear a cap to school. On Friday, we will have show and 
tell in the afternoon for the letter c.
